Some of the
most memorable are his 47 years on the Forest Fire Dept. and his mulligan
stews there. He also served as an EMT. Jack spent thirty years on the Hardin
County Health Board. He was very proud of helping convert the Freight House
into the library and the creation of the Veteran Memorial at the VFW. He
retired from A. Van Brackel & Sons prior to that he worked as a welder at
Daybrook Hydraulic & Wilco Companies.

Jack and Martha served as Grand Marshals of the Tree Town Festival Parade



in 1986 and were the first to light the Forest Charlie Brown Christmas Tree.
Often, he could be found socializing at the local coffee shop. Jack was known
and loved in the community. He was always willing and available to lend a
helping hand to anyone in need. He also liked to share his homemade ice
cream.
